 Scott Ellarson, Building Inspector, received quotes to replace the City Hall and Library roof (flat portion), both of  
 which are about 20 years old and both of which are in need of full replacement. On the library roof, the rubber  
 membrane has shrunk and is causing holes and leaks in several locations. Just recently, a leak in the teen section  
 threatened to destroy hundreds of books. Scott Ellarson, Building Inspector, obtained quotes for the work and asked  
 that any new roof have thicker insulation, which would provide a much higher R value than what we have at  
 present.

 Flat roof section, membrane only tear-off, replace with ballasted EPDM, no added insulation 
 $44,000 or around $5.00/sqft 
  
 Middleton City Hall

  Justification 
 Ongoing maintenance costs are adding up and several leaks have been patched already. The current library roof is  
 ballasted which adds a significant amount of weight to the roof and it makes it very difficult to determine where the  
 leaks are occuring (the rocks have to be moved around which can also cause damage to the membrane). The  
 proposed roof is glued to the substrate using a special adhesive, which Scott Ellarson and Mark Goad recommend.

 Priority  2 

  Description 
 Community Development staff is requesting a total of 3 electric vehicles, two of which will be full-sized and the  
 other will be a Neighborhood Electric Vehicle (NEV). These vehicles may be used for all city staff, including Public  
 Works, Maintenance, IT, Planning, Administration, and the Library.  Staff recommends the 2011Toyota Prius  
 Plug-In, which is estimated at $30,000 or similar for the full-sized electric vehicle (staff will look into the Nissan  
 Leaf and the Ford Fusion Hybrid and the Ford C-Max EVs which will be released in the fall of 2012. Staff has also  
 looked into leasing the Prius but unfortunately pricing for that was unavailable. The Toyota Prius is a gas-electric  
 hybrid that has plug-in capabilities. To reach a full charge, the vehicle takes about 3 hours at a regular 120V outlet  
 and about 1 ½  
 hours at a 240V outlet. Once the electric charge runs out, the vehicle automatically switches over to standard hybrid 
  mode. This makes the vehicle capable of running up to 475 miles on one tank of gas, at ideal driving conditions.  
 Community Development staff recommends Global Electric Motorcars (GEM) for the Neighborhood Electric  
 Vehicle (NEV). There is a dealership in Portage, less than an hour away, that sells GEM models. The model that was 
  recommended is called a GEM e4 which is a 4 passenger vehicle that has a max speed of 25 mph and has a 30 mile  
 range per full charge. The standard e4 is priced at approximately $10,495. Along with the vehicles, the idea of  
 having a vehicle wrap that includes the City of Middleton logo and the Middleton Goes Green logo placed upon the  
 vehicles was proposed. The estimated cost of these, two for each vehicle, would be around $5,000. 
  Justification 
  The City of Middleton has access to an electric vehicle charging station that MG&E has installed, which may be  
 used, as of the current agreement, free of charge. To purchase 
  electric vehicles would help utilize this resource and also lower fuel costs to the city. Also, there are currently only  
 two general use city vehicles being shared by Public Works, IT, Maintenance, Planning, Administration, and the  
 Library. Purchasing electric vehicles would alleviate the stress on the current vehicles.  In the past, the City of  
 Middleton  
 Police Department has supplied the City with their old patrol vehicles to use. The Police Department has expressed 
  that they would no longer like to see these vehicles used  
 by the City, and are suggesting a new fleet for the City. This is a great opportunity for the City of Middleton to  
 purchase not just a new fleet of vehicles, but to have the vehicles represent what Middleton is striving for: to be a

 Request:  2 ï Trailer-Mounted Solar -Powered Speed Display/Programmable Electronic Message Signs 
 Programmable electronic message signs are used to instantly and continuously alert and instruct the public to  
 temporary and/or changing road or other conditions in an emergency, a planned road repair or public event.  This is 
  done through either a set of pre-programmed messages or an ad hoc custom message programmed on the spot.   
 These are frequently used, mounted on road maintenance trucks or on trailers parked alongside highways to  
 announce road conditions ahead, detours or provide other warnings or instructions.   
  
 As traffic volumes continue to increase in the City of Middleton, there is a growing need for additional safety  
 devices for both our emergency services and maintenance crews working on or near our roads.  As Middleton  
 continues its fine tradition of community events and adds new events (Good Neighbor Festival and Parade, Big  
 Event, Mustard Days, Centurion Bicycle Race, Farmers Market, Red Cross blood drives) there is a continuing and  
 increasing need for street closures, detours and information.  Programmable electronic signs provide fast and  
 effective means of communicating event information to the public both in advance and during the events. 
  
 These signs can be used for a number of purposes and indeed are in use weekly: 
 Å Emergencies ï Placed to protect emergency scenes, provide information and direction to motorists, including  
 detour information and instructions. 
 Å Road or Utilities Maintenance ï Placed to protect workers and provide direction to motorists. 
 Å Traffic Calming ï Tailored messages addressing specific traffic problems used with or without an attached radar  
 unit. 
 Å Traffic Data Collection ï The removable radar units on the trailer-mounted Speed Display/Message Signs are  
 equipped with traffic and speed counting ability which can be used independently to gather data, even in the winter  
 time when Department of Public Worksô current tube-based traffic counters are unavailable. 
 Å Special Events ï Messages announcing Middletonôs numerous Big and small events and providing additional  
 information to motorists, bicyclists and pedestrians alike. 
 Å Public Interest ï Messages that inform the public of useful information in and about Middleton.

 If Option 1 Integrated Radar Unit $2,000 each or Option 3 Separate Radar Unit $3,150 each are added, these units  
 can combine the speed display and programmable electronic message signs into one integrated unit.  This allows a  
 vehicleôs speed reading to drive a tailored message to the oncoming driver.  The message can be a complimentary  
 one like, ñThank you for obeying the speed limitò, for the driver obeying the speed limit, or an instructive message

 such as, ñSLOW DOWNò for those drivers exceeding the speed limit.  Choosing one of  thes options also provides  
 for a replacement for  the Police Departmentôs 2 trailer-mounted radar speed display signs purchased in 2000 and  
 2007.  Both of these are currently working fine, but will need replacement in the future at an estimated cost of  
 $8,000 each.  Choosing one of these options now provides for a future savings. 
  
 If Option 2 Traffic Data Collection $500 each is added (a radar option is required for this option), then the unit can 
  be used to provide traffic speed and count data without the need for hoses laid on the street surface which cannot be 
  done during snow season. 
  
 If Option 3 Separate Radar Unit $3,150 each is added, then the radar can be used either in conjunction with the  
 electronic message sign as described above or independently as a pole-mounted radar unit similar to those  
 permanently in place in our school crossing zones now. 
  
 If Option 2 Traffic Data Collection and Option 3 Separate Radar Unit $3,650 each is chosen, then the speed and  
 traffic counting devices can be used with or without the programmable electronic message sign attached as described  
 above.  Our current 2 Trailer-mounted units are equipped with Options 2 and 3.  Option 1 is new this year. 

  Justification 
 Some of the most common issues reported to local government elected and appointed officials are traffic-related.   
 Government usually tries to respond to traffic issues by seeking solutions through Engineering (better design) and  
 Enforcement (more police action).  These solutions can be expensive and limited.  Seldom is the third ñEò to  
 achieve traffic safety, Education, called on to provide solutions.  This initiative provides Middleton officials with  
 several tools to provide immediate, real, flexible and economical responses to growing traffic concerns through  
 Education (notice).  In addition, these devices also offer protection to both our emergency and maintenance  
 personnel working on and along busy streets and even assistance at public events.  These will be used daily  
 throughout the City.  Community Services can deploy, monitor and maintain these signs in support of Public  
 Works, Water Utility, Public Lands, Tourism, Police, EMS and/or Fire Departments at any time.   
  
 In 2009, 4 trailer-mounted units were requested; 2-trailer-mounted units were funded.  These have been in constant  
 use performing the functions listed above.  They have met my every expectation in actual practice.  They have  
 been very well received by both city employees performing their duties and the public.  They are being requested  
 more and more as time goes on.  They are included in event planning and called for in emergencies.  These units are 
  most frequently used in pairs and so the request is for 2 more units.  More complicated incidents  may require more  
 than 2 signs.   A street maintenance event would require at least 2 units with 1 unit at each end of the affected  
 street.  The additional 2 trailer-mounted units would provide more flexibility and more complete coverage for  
 multiple events or more complicated events.  The additional 2 trailer-mounted units would complete my 2009  
 Traffic Safety Initiative request.  This initiative has the support of the City Administrator as all city departments  
 and the public at large will benefit.

 We are requesting $ 4750.00 to fund the Citizen Monitoring of habits and habitat use by Blandingôs Turtles in the  
 City of Middleton for the 2012-2013 field season. Our long term goal is to understand Blandingôs movements and  
 long term needs while building citizen awareness and responsiveness that will lead to long term protection of this  
 threatened turtle in an urban landscape. A Citizen Based Monitoring Grant in the 2010-2011 round (Citizen  
 Monitoring of Blandingôs Turtles in the City of Middleton awarded $4999) gave the City of Middleton and itôs  
 citizens the ability to expand their basking surveys of the turtle populations in the wetlands and kettle ponds inside  
 the city limits. Twenty two citizens logged 140 volunteer hours in spring, 2011. Turtle populations have been  
 positively located in all ponds and wetlands studied. This noninvasive and successful citizen survey not only  
 documented the presence of 3 turtle species, but also revealed that one of the species, Blandingôs turtle (Emydoidea  
 blandingii), was present in 4 locations within the City of Middleton: Pheasant Branch Conservancy, Middleton Hills 
  Pond, Graber Pond and Dorn (Spring) Creek. 
 In addition the CBMP grant of 2010 allowed the City to purchase radio telemetry 
 tracking equipment and in the fall of 2010 and spring of 2011, three students from Middleton 
 High School joined a limited group of adult residents of Middleton in a 3 week trapping survey of Pheasant Branch,  
 Graber Pond, Middleton Hills Pond, and Dorn Creek. Finally, two male Blandingôs turtles and 1 female Blandingôs  
 turtle were fitted with radio transmitters by Mary Linton and Samantha Foster and released back into their  
 environment.

The Blandingôs  
 turtle is a state-threatened species (S3) whose  opulations are declining due to decreased habitat quality and increased 
  mortality associated with development (i.e., loss of adult females from vehicle traffic during their migration to  
 nesting grounds and increased nest disturbance by predators such as cats and dogs). Fragmentation of habitat and an  
 increased presence of invasive species such as giant reed and hybrid cattail have made wetlands within our study area 
  (City of Middleton, Dane County) less suitable for Blandingôs turtles (see Wisconsin Wildlife Action Plan). The  
 2009 - 2011 Blandingôs Turtle Survey identified areas that are currently used by Blandingôs Turtles. Work is in  
 progress by Thompson and Associates and the City of Middleton to improve turtle habitat quality within Pheasant  
 Branch Conservancy by reducing the extent of invasive species. The purpose of this study is to expand our  
 knowledge of Blandingôs turtle habits and habitats within the study area in order to inform appropriate conservation 
  actions, such as the protection of current nesting areas, addition of alternative nesting sites, restoration of  
 connectivity between habitat areas, possible location of permanent wildlife underpasses to reduce Blandingôs  
 mortality.

At the same location there is a reverse flow relief culvert that is above the elevation of  
 the culvert entering the pond through the swale. Water flows from Strickerôs Pond through this relief culvert when  
 pond levels increase to sufficiently high levels sending flood waters into 
 the park. There is also a large cement storm water outlet on the northwest side of Strickerôs Pond near Strickerôs  
 Park. This pipe carries stormflow and sediments directly into the Strickerôs Pond. The City of Middleton along  
 with Dane County has continued to monitor Culex mosquitos at this location. According a Madison and Dane  
 County Public Health Report that summarized the results of mosquito monitoring and treatment in the City of  
 Middleton for 2008: ñStrickerôs Pond, located at the southern border of Middleton, generally produced few larvae in 
  2008 except for the drainage ditch that drains into the pond from the west. Culex mosquitoes were found primarily 
  outside the culvert at the west end of the ditchéé.While control of mosquito breeding with the microbial larvicide 
  VectoLex CG continues to be effective for short periods of time, it may be appropriate to consider measures that  
 would offer longȤterm control of mosquito breeding problem sites. Clear debris to improve flow or redesigning  
 areas to permit more rapid stormwater infiltration may protect water quality and reduce the presence of WNV  
 (West Nile Virus) vectors and nuisance mosquitoes.ò 
  
 In order to revise the current storm water system a number of tasks will need to be completed before any  
 excavation could take place. The design of a forebay for storm water entering Strickerôs Pond from the city of  
 Middleton (Figure 1), similar to the one on the Madison side of the pond, may address all of the issues raised. A  
 sediment forebay constructed to hold stormflow from incoming discharge points would enhance pollutant removal  
 by allowing phosphorous laden sediments to settle out from the incoming storm water runoff before being delivered  
 to the main pond. Stormflow could be piped directly to the forebay eliminating standing water at the southern end  
 of Strickerôs Park. This would help meet one of the goals of the Middletonôs Park and Open Space Plan for  
 2007Ȥ2012 by 
 helping to maintain an adequate amount of active and passive recreational land to meet current and future  
 recreational needs (Mayo Corp., 2007). The volume and depth of the forebay would work in concert with outlet  
 protection at the inflow points to dissipate the energy of incoming storm water flows. This allows the heavier,  
 courseȤgrained sediments and particulate pollutants to settle out of the runoff before they reach Strickerôs Pond  
 and before increasing the quality of water entering Tiedemann Pond from Strickerôs. The forebay will also reduce  
 maintenance costs by trapping sediment in one small area where it can be easily removed, while providing extra  
 storage to the system. In order to correctly design the size and storage needed in the forebay, storm water models  
 such as EPA SWMM, produced by the Water Supply and Water Resources Division of the U.S. Environmental  
 Protection Agency's National Risk Management Research Laboratory, will need to be developed to 
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 address how Stricker's Park will be affected for current and future conditions. Besides providing valuable information 
  needed to determine the size requirements of pipes, ponds, etc, these models will also provide information about  
 the pollution benefits the forebay will offer to water quality in Strickerôs Pond. An onȤsite survey to collect  
 elevations for the model and possible designs will also need to be conducted. It was apparent during multiple site

 more completely, improving 
 the chances of inducing a cardiac rhythm that can be defibrillated. Concurrent with restoring blood flow to normal  
 levels, venipuncture for IV 
 therapy has a better chance to be successfully completed. Automated CCDs also have been reported to reduce the  
 risk of rib fractures and 
 cartilage damage that is routinely encountered with manual chest compression during conventional CPR techniques.  
 The use of an automated 
 CCD for pre-hospital care translates into optimal patient care during the cardiac arrest event and dramatically  
 increases the potential for increased 
 survival rates. 

  Justification 
  Historically, over 8% of the ALS level ambulance calls that are responded to each year by MEMS require the  
 performance of CPR. Performing 
 a cost-benefit analysis in this situation is difficult when the cost is expressed as the loss of a life, and the benefit is a  
 life saved. The overall 
 benefit of this project to our community can simply be stated as the ability for Middleton EMS to achieve a  
 significant reduction in mortality 
 and morbidity for victims of cardiac arrest. We only need to look at the recently released American Heart  
 Association (AHA) Emergency 
 Cardiovascular Care (ECC) Guidelines 2005 which now places the absolute highest priority upon properly performed 
  CPR. The new guidelines 
 require rescuers to perform five cycles of 30 compressions and two ventilations between defibrillation attempts. As

 standards for CPR, these new compression/ventilation ratios cause significant rescuer fatigue and exhaustion, which

 recommending that the rescuer who is performing chest compressions on the patient be switched every two minutes

  Justification 
 The marked squad car to be replaced is a 2007 model year, which will have in excess of 100,000 miles, peeling paint 
  and decals and increasing maintenance costs. It was formerly a patrol squad, but has since been rotated for use by a  
 School Resource Officer. A current patrol squad car, a 2009 model year, which will have in excess of 85,000 miles,  
 will be rotated to be the SRO vehicle.  
  
 The replacement marked squad for 2012 will be the new Ford Police Interceptor Utility all wheel drive vehicle  
 (based on Ford Explorer chassis), estimated price of $31,000 with new equipment and with changeover costs. The  
 department needs an all wheel drive sports utility type vehicle in the fleet and envisions it being assigned to patrol  
 supervisors. 
  
 City Mechanic Brian Gebhard recommends replacing one unmarked vehicle every other year. None were replaced in 
  2011. Gebhard advises that squad cars typically need more maintenance after five years of use, specifically  
 transmission replacements, regardless of mileage.  He estimates $3,000.00 to $4,000.00 per year in extra  
 maintenance costs. The unmarked squads to be replaced are both 2004 models. One was a marked squad, which was  
 stripped out to become an unmarked car. It will have approximately 75,000 miles on it by yearôs end. The second  
 car has always been in the detective fleet. It will have approximately 45,000 miles by yearôs end. By selling these  
 vehicles now, at auction, the City will get some value for them and be able to replace older, less fuel efficient, high  
 maintenance vehicles with newer, smaller, more fuel efficient vehicles that have a more covert appearance. The  
 recommendation is that two used vehicles be purchased, at an estimated cost of $17,500 per vehicle, including  
 changeover costs, for a total cost of $35,000 
    
 The estimated overall cost for all three vehicles is $66,000. The expenditure will be offset by the use of anticipated 
  funds at auction for of the sale of five police vehicles (two marked squads from 2011, per City Council  
 Authorization of 6/7/2011, one marked squad in 2012 and two unmarked squads in 2012).

 Speed is a common factor in traffic crashes and is consistently cited as the biggest problem in Middleton  
 neighborhoods.   Most motorists view speed limit regulations as legitimate and voluntarily comply most of the  
 time.  However, for some drivers, deterrence, surveillance, and sanctions are necessary to ensure compliance.    
 Police use speed detection devices (Laser/Radar) to gather the evidence of speeding necessary to warn and cite  
 speeders.  Historically, we have had radar units in all patrol vehicles supplemented by two lasers, which are more  
 effective in heavy traffic.  The bulk of the speed detection equipment was procured between 2004 and 2006 and will 
  be due for replacement in 2015.  $2,761 X 10 Units = $ 27,610, plus $4,400 for installations = an estimated cost
